Position Summary: 

This is a key position in a grant that is designed to help Spanish-speaking adults who are learning 

English, be accepted into health related training programs (i.e. Home Health Aides), or entry level 

positions in the health care field. The Home Health Aide/Heath Care teacher is a part-time position 

that involves preparing ESL adult students for training programs and/or for entry level position in 

Health Care. 

 

Responsibilities: 

 Assess the students’ readiness for trainings in Home Health Aide and Health Care. 

 Prepare a contextualized bilingual curriculum that prepares students. 

 Take daily student attendance and discuss with Case Manager Students’ performance and 

attendance. 

 Maintain roll book up to date and submit it in a timely manner. 

 Maintain students’ files with documents pertaining to students’ progress. 

 Maintain communication with Adult Education Program Director about class activities and 

progress. 

 Additional duties as assigned by supervisor.

 Excellent reading and oral communication skills in Spanish  and in English (classes are in both 

languages) 

 At minimum two years’ experience teaching in health care.
