Position Summary: The Performing Arts Activity Specialist will be responsible for curriculum
development, activity facilitation, and classroom management.

Responsibilities:

projects and/or visual arts for 120 youth during after school and 75 youth during summer
academy.

e Assist with dismissal and escort students outside of building and across the street toa
safe location.

e Create a workshop environment conducive for learning.

e Create quarterly theme projects and one end of year closing gala.

e Produce mandated program reports, including attendance sheets and Goal AchievementPlan
(GAP).

e Contact parents/guardians weekly with positive inspirations, and log all calls in Google drive.
